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Temporary Prostheses on Implants


[bookmark: _GoBack]You have just received a temporary restoration that will serve you for the period it takes to heal from your surgery. A few comments about this temporary restoration will be helpful to you.

Chewing:

· You must eat only soft food for the first 4-5 weeks. Avoid chewing on ice, hard candy, pop corn, pen or biting your nails or hard objects.

· Temporary restorations are not strong. They may break or come off occasionally. If so, call us and we will replace them. 

Cleaning:

· Keep up with your oral hygiene routine. Brush the temporary prosthesis just like your own teeth, using tooth brush & tooth paste. If possible brush / rinse your mouth after every meal.

· Continue with any prescription mouth-wash you may have been given. You may use over the counter mouthwashes if you wish.


Size, Shape & Color: 

· The color, shape & size of the plastic temporary may not resemble the color of the final restoration.

· PLEASE remember, that temporary restorations are just that.
